Course Description and Objectives: 
This course focuses on the study of phonetics and phonology of Standard English. Through text, lecture, 

and a variety of multi-media sources the student will be introduced to specialized knowledge due to 

theoretical basis, the International Phonetic Alphabet System (IPA) in both transcription and transposing 

from IPA, diacritic marks that distinguish small differences in how sounds are produced, and the 

allophonic rules. In addition, the students will participate in lab, class projects, weekly quizzes, midterm, 

and final.  

 

The student will make progress toward ASHA’s 2006 standards for the Certificate of Clinical 

Competence in Speech-Language Pathology. In addition, the course will be structured on professional 

outcome based on the National counsel for Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE) standards and 

the University’s conceptual framework. The student’s progress toward these standards will be 

communicated to the student through objective scoring, a mid-semester and final exam, and written 

feedback from the instructor and student.  Students must demonstrate a competent knowledge of each of 

the following course goals to receive credit for this course. A student’s level of competency will be 

measured through both formative (F) projects and summative (S) quizzes and exam evaluations.

The final will contain two 

sections: a transcription section and an information 

section.  

5. Transcription portfolio  is required to demonstrate 

your mastery of the course material.  A portfolio cover 

sheet and a list of possible portfolio activities are 

under "Course Information" on the class web site 

(Blackboard). Choose 30 points worth of 

assignments, including at least one transcription 

assignment. Your portfolio should include the 

portfolio cover sheet (download from Blackboard), all 

required materials for each assignment, and any 

relevant taped samples.  These items should be clearly 

labeled and securely contained in a manila envelope. 

Portfolio grading will be based on quality and 

correctness.
