TEACHING EXPERIENCE:
 
Brigham Young University (BYU)

Behavioral Assessment and Intervention (2006, 2007)
This graduate level school psychology course focused on two main areas; a) functional assessment of behavior using both formal and informal behavioral observations and b) utilizing assessment data to develop and monitor behavioral interventions in school settings.

Introduction to Research (2012 – 2022)
This graduate level course covered empirical research and program evaluation, designing, conducting, analyzing, reporting, and evaluating research studies and program evaluations in counseling, school psychology, and related areas.  

Master’s Thesis (2009 – Present)
The first in a series of four courses designed to support school psychology graduate students through the conception, development, and completion of their theses.

Practicum in School Psychology (2011 – 2014) 
This course for second year school psychology graduate students provided supervised experience in observation, planning and implementing effective assessment, intervention, and monitoring strategies in school settings.

School Psychology - Ethics, Professional Roles, and Standards (2009)
This graduate level course introduced the profession of school psychology focusing on ethics, professional roles, and standards of practice in school-based settings.

Weber State University (WSU)

Abnormal Psychology (2001 – 2005)
This course focused on adult psychopathology including mood and anxiety disorders, eating disorders, dissociation, schizophrenia, and the personality disorders.

Applied Behavior Interventions with Children (2003)
This course covered both theory and practice of child behavioral interventions suitable for school and home settings. Techniques taught included behavior observations, positive reinforcement, shaping, token economy, extinction, and punishment.

Child and Adolescent Abnormal Psychology (2001 – 2004)
This course provided an introduction to the study of the child and adolescent disorders including attention-deficit hyperactivity disorder, anxiety and mood disorders, oppositional defiant and conduct disorder, as well as child abuse/neglect.



Experimental and Applied Research Design (1999 – 2001)
This course covered the design and interpretation of psychological research including research ethics, statistics (SPSS), validity, reliability, and a variety of experimental and applied research designs. Supervised undergraduate research projects are also an integral part of the course.

Interpersonal Relationships (2000 – 2005)
This course provided a systematic analysis of interpersonal relationships to teach the skills and attitudes necessary for relationship development, maintenance, and repair. 

Introductory Psychology (Fall 1999 – Fall 2005)
An introductory course emphasizing psychology as a science. 

Personality Theory (Spring 2000 – Fall 2005)
This course provided a presentation and discussion of diverse theoretical views of personality including psychoanalytic, humanistic, behavioral, and social learning theory.

Practicum (Spring 2001 – Summer 2004)
This course placed senior-level students in human service agencies for the purpose of providing supervised psycho-educational interventions in community agencies.

Psychology of Ethnicity/Diversity (Summer 2000 and 2002) 
This course examined psychological issues associated with human diversity including culture, gender, class, ethnicity and sexual orientation. Guest speakers were brought in to provide real-life experiences with diverse individuals.

Senior Project (Spring 2000)
An undergraduate “capstone” course for graduating seniors. Focus was on students’ completion of an extensive review and analysis of the research literature in psychology. Major elements of writing in APA style were also covered.

Special Topics: Psychology of Religion (Fall 2002)
This “special topics” course introduced students to the psychology of religion with an emphasis on empirical investigations of religious experience.

Special Topics: School Psychology (Spring 2005)
This course introduced upper-level psychology undergraduates to the field of school psychology with an emphasis on the history of the field, school-based interventions, and students’ preparation for graduate school.

Co-led an eight-week parenting group that focused on basic behavior management techniques, improving communication with schools, accessing available community resources, and appreciation of medication issues. 

Adolescent Outpatient Groups (1997 - 1998)
Co-led groups for troubled adolescents in high school and outpatient clinic settings. Issues of group were processing negative affect, coping with past and present traumas, and improving relationships with peers, parents, and teachers. 

Child Inpatient Group (1997)
Co-led a group for children six to ten years of age on the locked in-patient psychiatric unit of Arkansas Children’s Hospital. Focus of this group was on assessing children’s safety, addressing issues of concerns on the unit, processing negative affect, and teaching positive social skills.


Obese/Overeaters Group (1996)
Co-led a cognitive-behavioral treatment group for women suffering from obesity and binge eating. Used a tripartite treatment approach consisting of normalization of eating behaviors, increasing physical activity, and providing emotional support. 

Children of Divorce Group (1996)
Co-led a therapy group for six to eight-year-old children experiencing emotional and behavioral distress regarding their parents’ divorce. Used play therapy, drawings, and storytelling to help children express, process, and cope with negative affect.

Anxiety Disorders Group (1996)
Co-led a month-long psycho-educational group for university students suffering from anxiety disorders including obsessive compulsive and generalized anxiety symptoms.

Social Skills Group (1995) 
Led a six-week psycho-educational group for first and second graders at a local elementary school. Students were experiencing peer or teacher difficulties and were taught basic social skills and self-management strategies. Separate one session parent and teacher groups were also led.
